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Assessment and Recording

Asessment is an integral part of each topic. Children
complete a pre-topic assessment activity at the beginning of
each topic which is then repeated at the end of the topic.

Teacher observations of children during lessons (responses
and recorded work) also feeds into the assessment process.

Teaching starts from where the children are (drawing on the
baseline assessment)

Children also complete a self-reflection sheet at the end of
each topic.

Children have a PSHE book where they can record their

learning.
